GRADING PRACTICES

Learning is a process that takes place over time and at different speeds for different
students.Grades are a reporting tool utilized to reflect what a student knows and is able to
do in a content area. We measure achievement, not effort or behavior, in our grading
system. There is no course grade in kindergarten.

Kindergarten

You will see student proficiency levels marked for each standard according to the following
scale:

4 = Applies grade level skills with greater depth or complexity
3 = Demonstrates grade level proficiency
2 = Approaches grade level proficiency
1 = Displays a significant lack of grade level proficiency

First-Second Grade
You will see student proficiency levels marked for each standard according to the following
scale:
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
